Customer Support Bulletin
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TEMPLATES - The IRIS R8 Templates (and Master Packs) are up-
dated with current software change orders at least every other
month. The next update will be in December. Any patches listed
under "Additional SCOs" in the Customer Support Bulletin are not
included in the current template and have not been through the
complete QA procedure. Such SCOs will appear in the Release
Notes.

SPED - Our support analysts note that they see many config-
urations which do not have the SPED cell (601) in CONFIG set
correctly. This cell must be set for the CPU on which the system
is running. Please see the technical memo in this bulletin.

SETUP - Our configuration utility has been shipped PROTECTed. We
welcome any comments or suggestions for future enhancements.

STREAMER - We supply a 1/2" streamer backup utility at no charge
for our customers' convenience. This software is supplied with
limited support. We are aware of a major problem with STREAMER
error handling and are working on a complete solution. 1In the
interim, the following patch will cause the software to 'reset'
if a tape error occurs. This will prevent you from getting a bad
copy of a disc without knowing it.

$MK8 - We are aware of a problem with $MK8 under R8.2. The
symptoms range from occasional traps (usually 17) to loss of data
files. Thus far, one error has been identified which may be
fixed with the following patch:

We will keep you informed of our progress. The most secure "work
around" is to use $DEC rather than $MKS8.

Patching BASIC Programs

Making patches to a protected BASIC program is a one-way street.

That is,

if an error is made during the patch process, such as

entering a patch with the wrong 1line number, you can destroy
program code that cannot be restored. In an effort to help you
avoid possible errors, we propose the following procedure.

STEP 1.

STEP 2.

STEP 3.

Use the COPY command to make a copy of the BASIC program
module to be patched. Copy the program to another or
the same Logical Unit, but give it a new name.

EXAMPLE: #COPY LU/PROGRAM.BU=LU/PROGRAM

NEVER patch this backup program 1!

Create an IRIS text file consisting of all the patch
lines of code for the module. Note---REM lines are
optional, but may be included for documentation
purposes. Be sure to enter each patch line into the
text file in the same order shown on the patch listing.
If lines are NOT entered in the same order shown, the
new check code may not match.

Bring the program module into BASIC, load the patch
text file, and SAVE the program under the original name.

EXAMPLE: #BASIC LU/PROGRAM
LOAD LU/Patchfile
EXIT
#SAVE LU/PROGRAM!

IRIS will respond with: SAVED !! CHECK CODE = NNNN



NOTE: The "EXIT" command is used in IRIS R8 only. 1In
IRIS 7.5, use a "CONTROL C" to return to SCOPE.

Keep the copy of the unpatched program available. Also, keep the
patch text file on your system and use it to enter any subsequent

patches to the same program.

If the above procedure is followed, your BASIC programs should be
patched without error and the CHECK CODES will agree.

For the Applications Packages (STYLUS, TYPIST and FORCE) the
patcher utility programs supplied with the Application Package
should be used to apply any patches.

The October 1983 Bulletin included a patch for LCMCHECK and gave
the o0ld check code as 125C7.
